Format for EBM Sessions

Residents

· Min of two months in advance 6 Residents in each year are assigned a date to present that correlates to a SOOs session.  On this day, they will attend both EBM and SOOs.  
· Residents select a clinical scenario based on their clinical experience with patients. They will develop a PICO clinical question from this scenario to discuss during theh EBM session. 
· EBM sessions are 1 ½  hours in length.  Each resident takes up to 10 minutes to present with 5 minutes for questions (they typically use PowerPoint).   Typically, each EBM session has enough time to accommodate 6 resident presentations.
· Upon completion of his/her presentation, the resident is expected to write up a short summary of the PICO conclusions and submit it to the program within the following week.  This summary will be posted on the research portion of the DFM website. 
Instructors
Using the Socratic Method, the role of the facilitator is to engage the residents (not just the presenter) in thinking about how to assess the study using the PICO tool. The facilitator also helps them understand the strengths/weaknesses of the study vis-à-vis the practice of family medicine.  S/he draws from her/his medical background and/or research background to share learnings and help residents better understand how to assess studies. 

1. Instructor will check names off registration list and send list back to Veronica Anderson care of fmacadem@ucalgary.ca  at the end of the session. 

2. Instructor will call up the presenters in order listed on the sheet provided by the program.  The presenters will load their presentations onto the computer.  

3. Once the presentation is done, the facilitator will write out the acronym PICO in descending order on the whiteboard or flipchart and capture resident responses when each letter is discussed.  Once this is done, the board can be erased and prepared for the next presentation (no record of this needs to be kept). NOTE:  there will be no onsite evaluations by residents of their colleagues’ presentations 
4. Please note: It is key that the instructor keep the presentations on time as the total time for the session is 1 ½ hours. 

Administrative staff steps

· Book the rooms

· Book the AV equipment (one projector and laptop and screen per room)

· Confirm there is a whiteboard or book a flipchart

· Be onsite during the sessions to trouble shoot if needed between the rooms

· Send out list of names of the six residents presenting in order to instructor week in advance…(bring a copy for the instructor day of)

· Take registration of residents
